CONDITIONS FOR ANIMAL GATHERING

INTERNATIONAL AGRICULTURAL EXHIBITION “ZEMĚ ŽIVITELKA 2018” 

BOVINE ANIMALS
1.
Bovine animals must be accompanied by an accompanying document for bovine animals and an attestation stating that:
a)
the bovine animals were on the day of movement clinically inspected and did not show any signs of a disease; 

b)
the bovine animals come from a herd with the status of the herd officially free from bovine tuberculosis, bovine brucellosis and enzootic bovine leukosis. The dates and types of individual health tests (e.g. serological testing of blood, testing of milk, intra-dermal tuberculin test, etc.) performed in accordance with the Methodology of animal health checks and ordered vaccination (hereinafter referred to as the “Methodology”¨); 

c)
with respect to infectious bovine rhinotracheitis (IBR), bovine animals coming from Member States or regions thereof other than those listed in Annex II of Commission Decision 2004/558/EC, shall meet at least the following additional guarantees:
· they must come from a holding on which, according to official information, no clinical or pathological evidence of IBR has been recorded for the past 12 months;
· they must have been isolated in a facility approved by the competent authority for 30 days immediately prior to movement and all bovine animals in the same isolation facility must have remained free of clinical signs of IBR during that period;
· they and all other bovine animals in the same isolation facility must have been subjected with negative results to a serological test carried out on blood samples, taken not earlier than 21 days after their arrival at the isolation facility, for the detection of the against the entire BHV1 (unvaccinated bovine animals).
d)
at the movement of breeding bullocks and bulls, only the following animals can be moved:
–
showing negative results in tests for Campylobacter foetus, spp. veneralis and Trichomonas foetus, spp. veneralis. The dates and results of the tests performed not later than within 30 days prior to the movement and in accordance with the Methodology shall be inserted in the attestation;
e)
with respect to bovine viral diarrhoea (BVD/MD), bovine animals can take part in the animal gathering under the following conditions:
–
the animals shall be, not later than within 30 days prior to the movement, virologically tested for BVD/MD with negative results;
f)
with respect to paratuberculosis, bovine animals can take part in the animal gathering under the following conditions:
–
the animals shall be, not later than within 30 days prior to the movement, serologically tested for paratuberculosis with negative results and shall not come from herds subjected to emergency veterinary measures;
g)
with respect to bluetongue, bovine animals coming from restricted zones can take part in the animal gathering only if they
–
have been vaccinated and comply with conditions of Chapter A, point 5 of Annex III to Commission Regulation (EU) No 1266/2007, 
or 

–
have been subjected to virological or serological tests in accordance with conditions of Chapter A of Annex III to Commission Regulation (EU) No 1266/2007;  
h)
dehelminthisation
–
all animals shall be subjected to a dehelminthisation treatment prior to the movement to the animal gathering. 
2.
Young animals not reaching the age for the performance of health tests shall be accompanied by an attestation on the performance of such health tests (or ordered vaccinations, respectively) in accordance with the “Methodology” in their herds of origin.
3.
At all cases when an “attestation” is mentioned, such document shall be issued or attested by a private veterinarian. 

4.
Animals shall always be accompanied by attestations or documents from which it shall be apparent that required health tests (e. g laboratory reports or holding cards), treatments (repellents) or vaccinations, respectively, have been performed.
5.
Veterinary acceptance (inspection) shall be performed by a private veterinarian provided by the organiser of the event.
6.
The organiser of the event shall submit to the private veterinarian performing veterinary acceptance (inspection) of animals the list of bovine animal keepers exhibiting their animals. The list shall contain the following data: 
–
names of the keepers; 
–
addresses of the keepers; 
–

registration numbers of holdings and identification numbers of animals, together with the indication of the number of animals coming from individual holdings;
–
in the case of foreign exhibitors, numbers of veterinary certificates (TRACES) and countries of origin of imported animals.
7.
Animals which have not been subjected to veterinary acceptance (inspection) shall not take part in the animal gathering.
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
